THE IG SAYS OUTSOURCED MAINTENANCE NEEDS MORE OVERS IGHT  

The Professional Airways Systems Specialists (PASS) represents approximately 2,800 aviation safety inspectors 
(ASI). The ASI are responsible for certification, education, oversight and surveillance of approximately 7,000 air 
operator certificates, 5,500 air agency (repair station) certificates, 240,000 aircraft, 637,000 active pilots, 400,000 
non-pilot personnel, 83,000 flight instructors, and more than 26,000 designees. Among these 2,800 ASI, 
airworthiness inspectors (A/W) are responsible for inspecting certificated repair stations, both foreign and 
domestic, including contracted maintenance work. 

In recent years the aviation industry has had financial problems and they have been searching for cost-saving 
methods. A result is increased outsourcing of maintenance. According to the DOT Inspector General’s report 
“Safety Oversight of an Air Carrier Industry in Transition,” released in June ‘05, outsourced maintenance for 
major air carriers has gone up as much as 24% from 2002 to 2004. In July ‘05, DOT said U.S. carriers contract 
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out 53% of their aircraft maintenance expense — an increase of 6% from ‘03. Much of this outsourced work is 
performed outside of the U.S., with some sources saying that as much as 70% of airline maintenance contracts are 
now done in areas such as El Salvador, Hong Kong and Singapore. 

ASI (A/W) are charged with ensuring this outsourced maintenance is performed in accordance with airline, 
manufacturer and certificated repair station instructions and FAA regulations. Yet, as the outsourcing business 
explodes, the number of FAA inspectors has decreased.  

FAA inspectors are concerned about the oversight of outsourced maintenance, including the following: 

Insufficient Inspector Staffing 

·  The FAA lost approximately 300 aviation safety inspectors this year, yet requested authority to replace 
only 97 inspectors in FY ‘06 -- for a net loss of about 200 inspectors, roughly a 7 percent cut in one year! 
The IG speculated as to whether hiring only 97 inspectors is “sufficient to ensure that all high-risk or 
emerging issues receive adequate coverage.”  

·  In light of the criticism of FAA oversight practices, the FAA has made recent policy changes. According 
to inspectors in the field, FAA oversight policy for outsourced facilities has gone from 10 pages to over 
100 pages. One inspector, responsible for overseeing 30 repair stations, says that the new policy requires 
up to three times longer to complete an inspection of a repair station … the inspections cannot be 
accomplished.  

·  When a safety concern is detected at a repair station during an inspection, the lack of time an inspector 
can spend at any facility combined with the reduced staffing results in very little follow up … they see the 
same safety concerns year after year.  

·  The FAA has failed to fully implement its Air Transportation Oversight System (ATOS), … insufficient 
staffing, inadequate training and a variety of other problems.  

·  A report (GAO-05-726, Oct ‘05) released by GAO indicates that decreased inspector staffing paired with 
increasing inspector workload is seriously affecting the ability of inspectors to fulfill all their 
responsibilities. ….  

·  The 2005 IG report identified issues regarding the lack of inspector staffing and the oversight of 
outsourced maintenance. … inspectors for five legacy air carriers did not complete 26% of their planned 
inspections during FY ‘03. … 

Subcontracting 

·  FAA inspectors do not oversee non-certificated repair facilities. Since certificated repair stations are 
increasingly subcontracting out the maintenance work to non-certificated entities, this means that an 
inspection of a repair station does not ensure that an FAA inspector has examined the entire process. … 

·  The dangers of this muddled process was made strikingly clear with the 2003 crash of a US Airways 
Express/Air Midwest turbo prop in Charlotte, N.C., which killed 21 people. Investigators found that 
incorrect rigging of the elevator system by a contractor contributed to the accident and pointed to “lack of 
oversight” by Air Midwest and the FAA. The maintenance work was contracted out … .  

·  Most recently, the landing of a JetBlue A320 with 90° cocked front landing gear emphasizes the 
importance of FAA maintenance inspections. This is the 14th time that the FAA learned of the front 
landing gear of an A320 not engaging properly. The majority of JetBlue’s maintenance work is done 
outside the U.S. … . 

Insufficient Funding 

·  In several instances, inspections of foreign repair facilities have been cancelled due to lack of funding. … 
·  Funds have also been severely reduced for inspections of facilities in this country; i.e., fewer inspectors 

are trying to do the work with limited resources 
·  In the ATOS program, there are 60 Safety Attribute Inspections that are required to be completed within 

3-5 years of its implementation. Guidelines specifically state that SAIs are not to be cancelled due to lack 
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of funds, nevertheless, there were five SAI inspections scheduled to be completed in the first quarter 
of FY ‘06, but all were cancelled due to lack of funds.  

·  The 2005 IG report specifically addressed the impact of the lack of resources on the oversight process, ...   

Inability to Guarantee Work Performed at Foreign Repair Facilities 

·  There is little guarantee that repair facilities in foreign countries are adequately monitored. … the 
dwindling FAA inspector workforce.  

·  The process for traveling overseas to inspect a repair facility is so labor intensive that an inspector can 
wait over a month for clearance. When the inspector is finally able to get to the foreign repair facility, the 
aircraft slated for inspection has since left … 

·  As opposed to domestic airline or repair station employees, workers at contract foreign repair facilities are 
not required to meet stringent criminal background checks and pass drug tests. … 

·  While domestic repair stations have more comprehensive oversight regarding the use of suspected 
unapproved parts, there is little or no oversight at foreign repair facilities. …  

Changing Aviation Industry Results in Need for More Oversight 

·  As airlines restructure and change … The increased use of outsourcing, including the use of non-
certificated repair facilities, …  requires an equivalent increase in inspector staffing to properly oversee 
those facilities.  

·  Aviation safety inspectors are responsible for overseeing the designee program… significant problems 
with the designee program caused by an increasingly lopsided ratio of designees to FAA inspectors. …. 

·  The 2005 IG report indicated that new practices, such as reduced gate turnarounds…. 
·  Of particular concern is the frequency of nighttime inspections. ... 

The IG made it clear that the FAA’s focus must be to “have well-planned and well-executed oversight of air 
carriers’ maintenance and operational systems to assure the public that industry changes, including financial 
distress and growth, do not compromise safety.”   The full report is on a web site (I’ve lost track of which, but it 
can be found via the www.passnational.org website — jk.)  

Editor’s input 

— Our FSR organization is always looking for 
volunteers to keep things going.  A this year’s 
reunion, Don Tyson stepped up and volunteered to 
plan our 2009 reunion.  We need more people like 
Don that are willing to help keep us going. I 
believe that the easiest way to get volunteers is to 
break each job into smaller pieces.  One such job 
that would fit that challenge is our officer position 
of the Secretary/Treasurer.  If one were to be just a 
secretary, or just a treasurer, the person would 
obviously do less than when the tasks are 
combined.  The argument against that is that dues 
that are mailed to the treasurer often contain notes 
that would have to be forwarded to a separate 
secretary (as editor, I often get these forwarded to 
me under our present system).  A second part of 
this argument is that we don’t need as many 
volunteers if one person does both jobs.  At our 
reunion’s general membership meeting, Buzz 

Bussard, Bob Colburn, and I all argued in favor of 
the “smaller task” concept while Frank Kellogg 
and Bud Shaw supported the present concept.  Our 
discussion never reached the point of having a 
membership vote.   We are still looking for a 
volunteer to relieve Frank of his job.  What do all 
of you think?  I’ll be a focal point for your 
thoughts.  Email will reach me at editor@faa-
fsr.com.  

There is a second issue facing our group.  As 
everyone just keeps getting older, our FSR 
organization will eventually disappear if we do not 
bring in younger members. We need to bring in 
more of those out there who are eligible for 
membership.  It is not easy. (Has anyone out there 
read Robert Putnam’s book “Bowling Alone”? It 
discusses how our society is becoming one of non-
joiners.) I have not had success in recruiting those 
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of my contemporaries who are/have been retiring.  
The FSR needs to find a great recruiting sales 
pitch. Maybe we need to take another look at our 
organization.  There can be a chicken-or-the-egg 
issue with our reunions.  The idea of a reunion is 
to reunite with friends and acquaintances.  But, if 
your friends and acquaintances aren’t going to 
attend a reunion, then maybe you don’t want to 
attend.  We have a pretty dedicated group that 
attends now.  But a lot that don’t come.  I have 

wondered if we did a reunion every other year, 
would more come to that reunion?  Or maybe even 
every 18 months?  If the gatherings are less 
frequent, maybe more people would want to come 
when we do meet.

Mr. TOM DAVIS of Virginia (for himself, Mr. WOLF, and Mr. MARCHANT) introduced the following bill; which was 
referred to the Committee on Oversight and Government Reform 

A BILL 

To amend title 5, United States Code, to facilitate the temporary reemployment of Federal annuitants, and for other 
purposes. 

      Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in Congress 
assembled, 

SECTION 1. TEMPORARY REEMPLOYMENT OF ANNUITANTS. 

      (a) Civil Service Retirement System- Section 8344 of title 5, United States Code, is amended-- 

            (1) by redesignating subsection (l) as subsection (m); and 

            (2) by inserting after subsection (k) the following: 

      `(l)(1) The head of an Executive agency may waive the application of subsection (a) or (b) with respect to any 
annuitant who is employed in such agency on a temporary basis, subject to paragraph (2). 

      `(2) An annuitant may not, under authority of this subsection, be excluded from the application of subsection (a) 
or (b) (as the case may be) with respect to more than-- 

            `(A) 520 hours of service performed by such annuitant during the period ending 6 months after the date on 
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which the annuity of such annuitant commences; 

            `(B) 1,040 hours of service performed by such annuitant during any 12-month period; or 

            `(C) 6,240 hours of service performed by such annuitant during the lifetime of such annuitant. 

      `(3) The Director of the Office of Personnel Management may prescribe any regulations necessary for the 
administration of this subsection.'. 

      (b) Federal Employees' Retirement System- Section 8468 of title 5, United States Code, is amended-- 

            (1) by redesignating subsection (i) as subsection (j); and 

            (2) by inserting after subsection (h) the following: 

      `(i)(1) The head of an Executive agency may waive the application of subsection (a) with respect to any 
annuitant who is employed in such agency on a temporary basis, subject to paragraph (2). 

      `(2) An annuitant may not, under authority of this subsection, be excluded from the application of subsection (a) 
with respect to more than-- 

            `(A) 520 hours of service performed by such annuitant during the period ending 6 months after the date on 
which the annuity of such annuitant commences; 

            `(B) 1,040 hours of service performed by such annuitant during any 12-month period; or 

            `(C) 6,240 hours of service performed by such annuitant during the lifetime of such annuitant. 

      `(3) The Director of the Office of Personnel Management may prescribe any regulations necessary for the 
administration of this subsection.'. 

SEC. 2. TECHNICAL AND CONFORMING AMENDMENTS. 

      (a) Section 8344(m) of title 5, United States Code (as so redesignated by section 1(a)(1)) is amended-- 

            (1) in paragraph (1), by striking `(k)' and inserting `(l)'; and 

            (2) in paragraph (2), by striking `or (k)' and inserting `(k), or (l)'. 

      (b) Section 8468(j) of title 5, United States Code (as so redesignated by section 1(b)(1)) is amended- 

            (1) in paragraph (1), by striking `(h)' and inserting `(i)'; and 

            (2) in paragraph (2), by striking `or (h)' and inserting `(h), or (i)'. 

      (c) Section 1005(d)(2) of title 39, United States Code, is amended-- 

            (1) by striking `subsections (i) and (l)(2) of section 8344' and inserting `subsections (i), (l), and (m)(2) of 
section 8344'; and 

            (2) by striking `subsections (f) and (i)(2) of section 8368' and inserting `subsections (f), (i), and (j)(2) of 
section 8368'.
