In most
cases in fact, the FSDO'’s inspectors have obtaaneskemption from administering the CFI Practical
Test. Along with the other tests, the CFI tesesaiministered, with some exceptions, by FAA
designated pilot examiners.

Just as on the operatiomsdfid
things, the airworthiness inspectors have givemuph of the “old-time” tasks to have them done by
designees. Certification of an A & P mechanicase@lby a designated mechanic examiner. Then there
are Designated Manufacturing Inspector Represee&tivho, among other things, take care of export
certificates, and there are Designated AirwortrsriRepresentatives, and a myriad of Designated
Engineering Representatives.

We used to think of the FAA as being primarily Rliggtandards, Airports, ATC, and Airways Facilities
(with supporting services from Personnel (HR), Uebagistics, and Accounting). Today, almost
everything of consequence in the FAA has beendafito the new (several years old) Air Traffic
Organization. Airways Facilities is now under ¥th€O organization, as is ATC. The ATO has 6 or 7
vice presidents and a lot of organizational antfistgaproblems.

The FAA is now 50 years from its reorganization witevas the CAA. It just doesn’t sound like tiod |
satisfaction we experienced is there any mgke.

Federal Retirement — LEARN ABOUT CHANGES

Your federal retirement, life insurance, health benefits and other benefits can change from time to time,
and the National Active and Retired Federal Employees (NARFE) keeps you abreast of those changes.
In addition, your benefits can be different depending on whether you are covered by CSRS, CSRS Offset
or FERS, and whether your FERS annuity has a CSRS component.

OPM Announces Change for Flexible Spending Accounts

In late June 2005, OPM announced that federal employees who have Flexible Spending Accounts
(FSAs) will have an additional 2 ¥2 month grace period for charging non-reimbursable medical and child
care expenses against calendar year FSA accounts. Under prior Treasury Department/Internal Revenue
Service guidelines, if FSA accounts were not exhausted by the end of a calendar year, money remaining
in the accounts was forfeited to the employees' agencies. A new Treasury/IRS ruling allows the
additional grace period for flexible spending accounts for employers nationwide who adopt such
programs for their workers. OPM extended this new ruling to the federal FSA program beginning with
calendar year 2005.

OPM Announces Change in FEHBP for Employees and Ret  irees Returning from Active Duty

Military Service

By Benefits Administration Letter 05-402, June 28, 2005, OPM announced that military veterans who
return from active military duty are allowed up to 180 days of transitional TRICARE coverage under P.L.
108-375. As such, veterans who return to active civilian service for the federal government and federal
civilian retirees who return from active military service are allowed 180 days transitional TRICARE
coverage. Thus, P.L. 108-375 allows federal agencies and OPM to delay reinstatement of these
veterans' FEHBP coverage until the TRICARE transition period has expired. Affected veterans must sign
a waiver to postpone reinstatement of their FEHBP coverage. TRICARE is the health care delivery
system for all active duty military personnel and retired military members.

Employees vs. Retirees

Did you know that federal retirees cannot participate in the Premium Conversion Program and the
Flexible Spending Account Program as can currently employed federal employees? The premium
conversion program allows employees to save about $400 per year by paying their FEHBP premiums
with pre-tax dollars. The FSA program allows employees to set aside pre-tax dollars to pay for childcare
expenses and out-of-pocket medical expenses not reimbursed by the FEHBP. Section 125 of the IRS
Code does not permit retirees to participate in either the premium conversion or FSA programs.

CSRS vs. CSRS Offset

CSRS retirees are subject to the Social Security Government Pension Offset (GPO) program while
CSRS Offset employees are not subject to the GPO. The GPO reduces a CSRS retiree's spousal or
survivor Social Security benefits by $2 for each $3 of the CSRS retiree's annuity, totally eliminating the
Social Security spousal or survivor benefit in most cases.

Reductions in Social Security
FERS retirees are not subject to the Windfall Elimination Provision (WEP) because they contributed to
Social Security during their entire employment under FERS. The WEP reduces the earned Social
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Security of a worker, often by more than 50 percent if the worker also has a pension or retirement benefit
that was not based on Social Security, such as CSRS or CSRS Offset. Some federal employees
transferred to FERS with five or more years of federal service that was subject to Civil Service
Retirement System rules. These employees receive FERS annuities with a CSRS component separately
computed under CSRS rules. Because their CSRS employment was not subject to Social Security, their

annuities are impacted by the WEP. From NARFE

PASS COMMENDS HOUSE PASSAGE OF AVIATION
SAFETY ENHANCEMENT ACT

Legislation Contains Improvements to Aviation Safety Practices at the FAA

WASHINGTON, DC — The Professional
Aviation Safety Specialists (PASS), AFL-
CIO, the union that represents over 11,000
employees at the Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) including aviation safety
inspectors, is calling yesterday’s unanimous
passage of the Aviation Safety Enhancement
Act (H.R. 6493) a long overdue step in
instilling real change at the FAA. The bill
stems from the recent Inspector General (IG)
report, which outlined several
recommendations to the FAA in addressing
safety issues, some of which the FAA refused
to consider.

“We commend House Transportation and
Infrastructure Committee Chairman Jim
Oberstar (D-Minn.), Ranking Member John
Mica (R-Fla.), Aviation Subcommittee
Chairman Jerry Costello (D-Ill.) and
Subcommittee Ranking Member Thomas
Petri (R-Wisc.) for taking the lead on
addressing PASS’s concerns regarding
serious safety lapses at the FAA,” said PASS
President Tom Brantley . “Aviation safety
inspectors feel very strongly that these steps
will improve FAA oversight of the industry and
increase safety for the traveling public. It's
time for the FAA to take its regulatory and
enforcement role seriously and abandon its
reckless ‘business as usual’ mentality.”
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Provisions of the bill include the following:

Creation of an independent Aviation
Safety Whistleblower Investigation
Office within the FAA to receive and
investigate safety complaints submitted
by FAA employees or employees of
certificated entities, and recommend
appropriate corrective action to the
FAA

Modification of the FAA Customer
Service Initiative (CSI) policy, which
currently views entities regulated by
the agency as “customers,” in order to
make clear that the flying public is the
customer

Establishment of a two-year cooling-off
period for FAA inspectors or persons
responsible for FAA inspectors before
they can act as an agent or
representative before the FAA of a
certificate holder that they oversaw
during their service with the FAA
Requirement to rotate supervisory
principal inspectors between FAA
airline oversight offices every five
years

Implementation of monthly reviews of
the Air Transportation Oversight
System (ATOS) database
